We spent a day exploring mazes. Exploring mazes provided many opportunities to build visual motor skills (using the eyes, body, and brain together),
Avelina built a maze that the children could walk and crawl through. This activity provided additional opportunities to understand spatial-locational
words such as in, on, under, and through. An understanding of these concepts helps children to understand and fo give precise directions, a much-
needed in school and in everyday life.
